Inaugural Camp Boggy Creek Challenge Ride Exceeds Fundraising Goal

Eustis, FLA (September 12, 2011) – A field of 230 bicyclists gathered at Camp Boggy Creek on Saturday, September 10th for its inaugural Challenge Ride hosted by central Florida television news anchor Martha Sugalski. Participants pre-selected a 40 or 60 mile route through the scenic roads of Lake County or opted for the leisure off road route through the Seminole State Forest, adjacent to Camp property. A total crowd of over 400 was on hand at Camp to support the event and enjoy lunch, live entertainment and camp activities. Camp Boggy Creek is Florida’s Hole in the Wall Camp and serves seriously ill children and their families from throughout Florida.  There is no charge to attend Camp so it relies on donations for its operational support.
Adam Goldstein, principle in the investment firm Private Wealth Management and the event’s volunteer chairman commented, “The success of this event says a lot about how strongly people feel about the mission of Camp Boggy Creek. As one of the camper families that has benefited directly from the Camp’s programs, I can speak from experience that this magical place truly does enhance the lives of everyone it touches.”

The Camp estimates that the proceeds from the Challenge Ride will exceed $140,000 making it the organization’s second largest annual fundraiser. The largest is the Bruce Rossmeyer Ride for Children Charity Weekend, taking place this year on October 8 & 9 at Destination Daytona in Ormond Beach, Florida.
