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Camp Boggy Creek Breaks Ground on Welcome Center

EUSTIS, FLA (February 9, 2011) – Officials, donors and contractors gathered today at Camp Boggy Creek, Paul Newman’s Hole in the Wall Camp in Florida, to break ground on a $2 million Welcome Center.  It is located at the entrance to the 232 acre property and in addition to being the first point of contact for arriving campers and their families, it will house the Camp’s administrative, fundraising, marketing and accounting staff. 
Major project funding has been provided by the Martin Andersen-Gracia Andersen Foundation, the Lawrence J. and Florence A. De George Charitable Trust, along with a capital gift from Board Members Hugh and Wendy Durden. 

Under the design management of ABC Fine Wine & Spirits and General Contractor R.D. Michaels, a talented team of architects, designers, engineers are bringing to life this 14,000 square foot building. In keeping with the overall design of the other camp buildings, the Welcome Center is Florida Cracker style with sheet metal roof, gable ends and wrap around covered porches. Following today’s groundbreaking, construction is expected to move swiftly with completion scheduled for July 2011. 

Camp Boggy Creek is a year-round medical camp for children ages 7-16 who suffer from chronic or life-threatening illnesses. The Camp offers week-long summer sessions and family retreat weekends at no charge to the children or families.
